Solution Overview

The challenges associated with corporate information management have dramatically increased in the last few years. In
response to the revised Federal Rules of Civil Procedure (FRCP), significant fines or sanctions related to data spoliation, and
dramatically rising eDiscovery costs, many organizations have taken steps to lower the risk associated with their electronically
stored information (ESI) — generally with archiving technology.

But the problem is that many of these solutions are solving only a portion of the problem because they are focused only on
live information (i.e., data that was created after the archiving solution was implemented). What is often overlooked is an
organization’s historical information, which was created before the archiving solution was deployed. This data on backup
media is often an organization’s most at-risk information because they don't know what'’s on the tapes, the data isn't fully
managed under the organization’s retention policies, and most important this data is just as likely to be called for during
litigation as the live data.
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
